Just some reminders





Use the shoe bags and boxes – keep your child’s shoes in the shoe box and their indoor shoes in the shoe bag – that way you’ll know where they are.





Sweets and treats – As you will be aware the nursery is a health promoting nursery, therefore only has sweets and treats on special occasions.  We would therefore very much appreciate if parents would not leave sweets or treats on their child’s peg, in pockets, shoe bags or rucksacks.  This can cause upset if the child is changing for outdoor play and finds the treats. 





Full sessions – Time in nursery is used very productively by children and staff.  Learning experiences are happening throughout the day and it can be disappointing for children if their parent arrives early to collect them and they miss out in a favourite story, games or activities.  We would therefore ask parents to allow their child to stay for the whole session to avoid disappointment and to allow the children to participate in all of the learning experiences being provided.
